The
project focuses on young people and non-literate communities, with
strong accessibility features, including African local languages for users
who do not read or speak English or French.
Akili Check operates on WhatsApp, Instagram and Facebook, the main
platforms where misinformation circulates most.
In 2025, the project was selected as a laureate of the JournalismAI
Innovation Challenge, a programme led by the Polis think tank at the
London School of Economics’ Department of Media and
Communications, and received support from the International
Organisation of La Francophonie (OIF).
